Grading procedures

1. This class will use the school wide grading scale 

2. Assessments will be 60%, Tasks 15%, and a comprehensive midterm and final exam of 25%
3. No re-takes for tests and the student must be present the day of the test.

4. All students are required to take the end of year SAGE (excluding Math of Personal Finance) if given in class, as well as a final at the end of the first trimester of the course.
5. Exams will be given on a weekly basis and students are expected to take the exam on the day it is given.
6. All students are required to return their text book at the end of each trimester to receive credit for the class.

7. Calculators are strongly suggested for each math class.  TI30XS Multiview calculators will be used in Math II and Math III.  TI 83+ or TI 84 calculators are recommended for the Math 1050 class. Each teacher will have some calculators available for classroom use only.
8. All homework turned in late after the Weekly Exam will receive no more than 50%, and any homework turned in after the midterm exam will receive no credit, at the discretion of the teacher.
9. Citizenship grades will be based on behavior, work completion, participation and small group work.
